Last month, the nation's largest black Baptist organization FINALLY addressed 
HIV and AIDS at their annual conference (hey, it's only been 25 years -- and 
counting... but we're really proud of them.) 

More than 45,000 delegates of the National Baptist Convention USA , Inc. convened in St. Louis June 18-
22, wherein and the National Baptist Congress, an auxiliary of the National Baptist Convention, spearheaded 
several health fairs which addressed HIV and AIDS for youth and adults. 

Dr. R.B. Holmes Jr . (pictured), the president of the National Baptist Congress, "felt it was time," according 
to his special assistant, Evelyn Mason , who coordinates the Lunch 'N Learn program which in turn 
organizes the health fair which addressed HIV and AIDS this year, including testing.  

'25 Years and Counting' spoke with Mrs. Mason:   

Why now?  

I think that we finally realized that we're a decade late. I know something went off in my bosses' head this 
past year on the anniversary of Magic Johnson 's program -- World AIDS Day. Something just happened 
and Dr. Holmes said it's time, we have to do this. I have said a light went off. And I thank God that it did in a 
very meaningful way. It may seem like a very small step to some people but when you consider a black 
Baptist organization, the steps that we took were giant steps. AIDS has not been very open in our 
congregation. 

What was the response?  

I think the response was wonderful. And the part that I played in it, I did it cautiously. But it seems to me that 
the people are ready. It seems to me that the people recognize that we can no longer treat this subject with 
polite attention.  

How did you present the information?  

What we did on Saturday, we had a workshop on HIV/AIDS. That was prior to the Congress officially 
opening. And there were a couple hundred of us that met in a local church there. And we had HIV 
professionals to give presentations. And that was excellent. They talked about the implication of HIV/AIDS in 
our community and in our churches among African Americans.  

Did any of that come down to condoms and safe sex o r was it more of an overview of what safe sex 
was?  

It was an overview, we didn't get into condoms but they did discuss safe sexual behavior. And there was 
actually testing done as well. There was testing on Saturday. There was testing done later the following 
week that was with Prostate Cancer and other things. But on Saturday at the HIV/AIDS Workshop we 
actually did testing.  

Was there any backlash?  

No. Not at all. 

Did you work with Balm in Gilead?  

Yes. And speaking of Balm in Gilead, also, another thing we did during the Conference, was we had what 
we called Role Model Awards. Where the President honored several personalities out of the African 
American community. He honored several people he felt was impacting the black community, one of which 
is Pernessa Seale  of Balm in Gilead. Another was Tom Joyner .  

Will you be continuing each year?  

Definitely. Definitely. And I am in the middle of writing my report, the president has requested an initial report 
from me and that's going to be my recommendation.

House passes Labor/HHS bill 

Thank you again for your advocacy on behalf of peop le living with HIV.  These increases 
represent the first significant increases to Ryan W hite funding, outside of the purchase of 
medications, since 2001.  Be on the lookout in earl y fall for action alerts to contact our 
Senators to seek their support to ensure this fundi ng becomes a reality. 

It should also be noted that President Bush has thr eatened to veto this spending bill, as it 
is above what he requested – so further action may be necessary later in the year. 

During August, the Public Policy Committee of the H IV Planning Council will be 
scheduling visits with local Congressional offices.   If you are interested in joining us and 
have not already signed up, please e-mail Jeff Grah am prior to Wednesday, July 25.   

Yesterday the House of Representatives passed its FY 2008 Labor/HHS/Education and Related 
Agencies Appropriation bill by a vote of 276-140.  

As passed, the bill includes the following increases for the Ryan White Program: 

Part A: + $32.3 million  

Part B/Base: + $2.9 million 

Part B/ADAP: + $41.5 million 

Part C: +23.2 million  

Part D: + $3.5  

Part F/AETC: + $0  

Part F/Dental: + $0 

These numbers reflect those in the Appropriations Committee’s version of the bill, except for 
Part D, which was amended on the floor—it had received no increase from the committee. 

Representative Joe Barton (R-TX) also offered an amendment on the floor to remove language 
in the bill to ensure that the total funding to EMAs and TGAs for program year 2007 does not fall 
more than 8.4% (EMAs) or 13.4% (TGAs) below their total funding for the FY 2006 program 
year. (See last week’s update for more details on this provision.) Mr. Barton’s amendment failed 
by a vote of 196-230.

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More than half of New Mexicans don't find out they have HIV until they are already sick with the advanced 
form of the disease.  
 
The New Mexico Department of Health expects a change in state law will increase the number of individuals 
getting tested so treatment can be provided sooner and be more effective. 
 
The New Mexico Legislature passed an amendment this year to the New Mexico HIV Test Act that removed 
the requirement to provide extensive counseling before HIV tests, which was often an obstacle to HIV testing 
in busy primary-care practices. Patients will still need to verbally consent to being tested. The new law takes 
effect July 1. 
 
The U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention has recommended that states offer HIV testing in 
routine medical care settings and that states amend their HIV test acts to remove obstacles to HIV testing in 
routine medical care settings. New Mexico is one of the first states in the United States to implement CDC's 
recommendations. 
 
As part of the recognition of National HIV Testing Day on June 27, the Department of Health and the 
University of New Mexico are collaborating to inform health-care providers about the new legislation. 
Training is available to help providers consider whether and how HIV testing could be expanded in their 
practices. 
 
"Developing a strategy for diagnosing people earlier in their infection is likely to both improve the health and 
well-being of the person living with HIV and to decrease HIV-related health care costs by preventing the 
expenses associated with untreated advanced HIV disease," said Dr. Steve Jenison, medical director of the 
Department's Infectious Disease Bureau. 
 
The Department of Health is working with its partners at the New Mexico AIDS Education & Training Center 
at UNM's Health Sciences Center to inform medical care providers of the new strategy for offering HIV 
testing in routine medical care settings. The AIDS Education and Training Center is a federally funded 
agency that educates health-care providers about all aspects of HIV disease. 
 
"New HIV treatments can give infected people years of healthy life, especially if they get into care early," 
said Dr. Elaine Thomas, medical director of UNM's New Mexico AIDS Education and Training Center. "New 
Mexico AETC is eager to support the state's providers in learning more about HIV today, implementing the 
CDC guidelines, and making HIV testing easier." 
 
The Department of Health also follows the CDC's recommendation to identify the populations at greatest risk 
of HIV infection and provide them with targeted HIV prevention services, including testing. Currently the 
Department supports more than 70 sites across the state that offer free, anonymous HIV testing with pre-test 
and post-test counseling.

Hotline at 1-800-545-2437 from 9 to 5 p.m. Monday through Friday.

Some evidence suggests lesbians have higher rates 
of smoking, overweight, alcohol abuse, and stress than heterosexual women. 
The issues surrounding personal, family, and social acceptance of sexual 
orientation can place a significant burden on mental health and personal 
safety.

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Potential cure for HIV discovered

In a breakthrough that could potentially lead to a cure for HIV infection, scientists have 
discovered a way to remove the virus from infected cells, a study released Thursday said. 
 
The scientists engineered an enzyme which attacks the DNA of the HIV virus and cuts it out of 
the infected cell, according to the study published in Science magazine. 
 
The enzyme is still far from being ready to use as a treatment, the authors warned, but it offers a 
glimmer of hope for the more than 40 million people infected worldwide. 
 
"A customized enzyme that effectively excises integrated HIV-1 from infected cells in vitro might 
one day help to eradicate (the) virus from AIDS patients," Alan Engelman, of Harvard 
University's Dana-Farber Cancer Institute, wrote in an article accompanying the study. 
 
Current treatments focus on suppressing the HIV virus in order to delay the onset of AIDS and 
dramatically extend the life of infected patients. 
 
What makes HIV so deadly, however, is its ability to insert itself into the body's cells and force 
those cells to produce new infection. 
 
"Consequently the virus becomes inextricably linked to the host, making it virtually impossible to 
'cure' AIDS patients of their HIV-1 infection," Engelman explained. 
 
That could change if the enzyme developed by a group of German scientists can be made safe 
to use on people. 
 
That enzyme was able to eliminate the HIV virus from infected human cells in about three 
months in the laboratory. 
 
The researchers engineered an enzyme called Tre which removes the virus from the genome of 
infected cells by recognizing and then recombining the structure of the virus's DNA. 
 
This ability to recognize HIV's DNA might one day help overcome one of the biggest obstacles to 
finding a cure: the ability of the HIV virus to avoid detection by reverting to a resting state within 
infected cells which then cease to produce the virus for months or even years. 
 
"Numerous attempts have been made to activate these cells, with the hope that such strategies 
would sensitize the accompanying viruses to antiviral drugs, leading to virus eradication," 
Engelman wrote. "Advances with such approaches in patients have been slow to materialize." 
 
New experiments must be designed to see if the Tre enzyme can be used to recognize these 
dormant infected cells, he wrote. 
 
"Although favorable results would represent perhaps only a baby step toward eventual use in 
patients, the discovery of the Tre recombinase proves that enzymatic removal of integrated HIV-
1 from human chromosomes is a current-day reality," he said. 
 
The researchers who developed the enzyme were optimistic about their ability to design 
additional enzymes which would target other parts of the virus's DNA. 
 
However they warned that there were significant barriers to overcome before the enzyme could 
be used to help cure patients. 
 
"The most important, and likely most difficult, among these is that the enzyme would need 
efficient and safe means of delivery and would have to be able to function without adverse side 
effects," wrote lead author Indrani Sarkar of the Max Planck Institute for Molecular Cell Biology 
and Genetics in Dresden. 
 
"Nevertheless the results we present offer an early proof of principal for this type of approach, 
which we speculate might form a useful basis for the development of future HIV therapies," 
Sarkar concluded.

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How a gay rights' leader became straight

Homosexuality came easy to me, because I was already weak.  

My mom died when I was 19. My father had died when I was 13. At an early age, I was already confused 
about who I was and how I felt about others.  

My confusion about "desire" and the fact that I noticed I was "attracted" to guys made me put myself into the 
"gay" category at age 14. At age 20, I came out as gay to everybody else around me.  

At age 22, I became an editor of the first magazine aimed at a young, gay male audience. It bordered on 
pornography in its photographic content, but I figured I could use it as a platform to bigger and better things.  

Sure enough, Young Gay America came around. It was meant to fill the void that the other magazine I'd 
worked for had created – namely, anything not-so-pornographic, aimed at the population of young, gay 
Americans. Young Gay America took off.  

Gay people responded happily to Young Gay America. It received awards, recognition, respectability and 
great honors, including the National Role Model Award from major gay organization Equality Forum – which 
was given to Canadian Prime Minister Jean Chrétien a year later – and a whole host of appearances in the 
media, from PBS to the Seattle Times, from MSNBC to the cover story in Time magazine.  

I produced, with the help of PBS-affiliates and Equality Forum, the first major documentary film to tackle gay 
teen suicide, "Jim In Bold," which toured the world and received numerous "best in festival" awards.  

Young Gay America created a photo exhibit, full of photographs and stories of gay youth all across the North 
American continent, which toured Europe, Canada and parts of the United States.  

Young Gay America launched YGA Magazine in 2004, to pretend to provide a "virtuous counterpart" to the 
other newsstand media aimed at gay youth. I say "pretend" because the truth was, YGA was as damaging 
as anything else out there, just not overtly pornographic, so it was more "respected."  

It took me almost 16 years to discover that homosexuality itself is not exactly "virtuous." It was difficult for me 
to clarify my feelings on the issue, given that my life was so caught up in it.  

Homosexuality, delivered to young minds, is by its very nature pornographic. It destroys impressionable 
minds and confuses their developing sexuality; I did not realize this, however, until I was 30 years old.  

YGA Magazine sold out of its first issue in several North American cities. There was extreme support, by all 
sides, for YGA Magazine; schools, parent groups, libraries, governmental associations, everyone seemed to 
want it. It tapped right into the zeitgeist of "accepting and promoting" homosexuality, and I was considered a 
leader. I was asked to speak on the prestigious JFK Jr. Forum at Harvard's Kennedy School of Government 
in 2005.  

It was, after viewing my words on a videotape of that "performance," that I began to seriously doubt what I 
was doing with my life and influence.
