GoV't to report alarming spike in HIV
CDC numbers may be 50 percent higher than originall vy thought

The U.S. Centers for Disease Control & Prevention is mulling over when to release alarming new statistics
showing that as many as 50 percent more people are being infected with HIV each year in the United States
than originally reported by the government.

According to AIDS advocacy groups familiar with the CDC, middle level officials at the disease prevention
agency have quietly confided in colleagues in professional and scientific circles that the number of new HIV
infections now appears to be as high as 58,000 to 63,000 cases in the most recent 12-month period.

On its web site this week, the CDC left unchanged its longstanding estimate that about 40,000 Americans per
year become infected with HIV, a figure it says has remained “relatively stable” for most of the past decade.

CDC officials have told leaders of AIDS advocacy groups that the new figures are being withheld while they are
subjected to a rigorous peer review process by an unidentified scientific journal, which is expected to publish
the findings within the next few months.

770-226-0075 Others familiar with the CDC have said CDC would likely publish the new data in its own journal, Morbidity and
Mortality Weekly Report.

“It seems to be a poorly kept secret,” said Michael Weinstein, president of the Los Angeles-based AIDS
Healthcare Foundation. “Everybody who has dealings with the CDC is talking about it.”

CDC spokesperson Jennifer Ruth said CDC “is currently working to develop new estimates of HIV incidence,
based on a new system that distinguishes recent infections from longstanding infections.”

There is no timeline for release of that data, she said, adding that it would not be available before World AIDS
Day.

Retreatment with Peqgylated Interferon alfa-2a (Peqgasys) plus
Weight-based Ribavirin in HIV-HCV Coinfected Non-
responders and Relapsers to Prior Hepatitis C Treatment:

The PILOT-NR Study

Despite improvements in hepatitis C therapy, about half of patients with chronic hepatitis C do not achieve
sustained virological response (SVR) on their first treatment attempt, especially if they have factors that predict
poor response, including HCV genotype 1, African race/ethnicity, or HIV coinfection.

However, some people can achieve sustained response when retreated with pegylated interferon plus ribavirin,
especially if they received suboptimal therapy the first time around. Suboptimal therapy may include, for
example, use of conventional rather than pegylated interferon, conventional or pegylated interferon
monotherapy, interferon with an insufficient dose of ribavirin, or inadequate treatment duration.

In a study presented at the recent 58th Annual Meeting of the American Association for the Study of Liver
Diseases in Boston (November 2-6, 2007), researchers from Hospital Carlos Il in Madrid, Spain, conducted a
prospective study in which 51 HIV-HCV coinfected prior non-responders or relapsers to suboptimal interferon-
based therapy were retreated with 180 mcg/week pegylated interferon alfa-2a (Pegasys) plus weight-adjusted
ribavirin (1000 mg/day if <75 kg; 1200 mg/day if >75 kg) for 48 weeks.

Most participants (80%) were men and the mean age was 42 years. They had well-controlled HIV disease, with
a mean CD4 count of 696 cells/mm?®, 89% with undetectable HIV RNA (mean 6.1 log 1U/mL), and 90% on
HAART. Nearly three-quarters (72%) had HCV genotypes 1 or 4, and 59% had advanced liver fibrosis, defined
as >9.5 kPa using FibroScan transient elastometry.

Prior suboptimal regimens used were interferon monotherapy (23%), conventional interferon plus ribavirin
(27%), and pegylated interferon plus 800 mg/day ribavirin (50%); 800 mg/day is now generally considered a
suboptimal dose. The mean length of these treatments was 6.6 months. Overall, 64% of patients were prior
non-responders and 36% were prior relapsers.

UNITED STATES: "Researchers Devise New AIDS-Fight _ing Strategy"
San Francisco Chronicle (11.09.07):: Sabin Russell

A newly discovered "distress signal" generated by cells infected with HIV could offer clues to a fresh strategy to
fight the virus.

Scientists seeking to create an HIV vaccine have long been frustrated by the ability of the virus to mutate
rapidly, changing into forms that the vaccine-assisted immune system cannot recognize to attack. However,
the distress signal - small proteins generated on the surfaces of infected cells - is constant, so a vaccine
designed to lock in on it could theoretically destroy infected cells and the virus replicating inside them.

The signal is created when HIV disturbs the remnants of ancient viruses lying dormant in human cells. About 8
percent of the DNA in the human genome is composed of viral genes dating from millions of years ago. Some
of these fossil genes become active when infected by a modern virus, producing the small proteins that float to
the cell's surface.

In the latest research, these signals - dubbed HERVs, for Human Endogenous Retroviruses - were found in 15
of 16 treatment-naive HIV-infected study subjects. Four uninfected participants, meanwhile, showed no sign of
HERVs. The HIV-positive volunteers with the lowest amount of virus in their blood also had the highest level of
HERVS, a sign their immune systems may be exerting some control over HIV. There are indications, too, that
"elite controllers," the small group of people whose bodies control HIV without treatment, produce high levels of
HERVS.

University of California-San Francisco research fellow Keith Garrison, the study's leader, said the discovery
may represent progress against other viruses as well: "It may be that stimulating immunity against HERVs is a
good way of containing all kinds of negative conditions in cells." However, team member Dr. Douglas Nixon, an
immunologist at UCSF, warned that much research must be done before a vaccine based on HERVs could be
ready for testing.

The full report, "T Cell Responses to Human Endogenous Retroviruses in HIV-1 Infection," was published in
the journal PLoS Pathogens (2007;3(11):e165 doi:10.1371/journal.ppat.0030165).

UNITED STATES: "Differences in HIV Risk Behaviors  Among Black

and White Men Who Have Sex with Men"

Surveillance findings consistently show that black men who have sex with men (MSM)
are disproportionately burdened by HIV/AIDS compared to white MSM. In the current
study, the authors tested the hypothesis that black MSM engage in greater levels of HIV
risk behaviors than white MSM and sought to assess whether self-reported HIV
serostatus moderated any of the observed differences.

For their cross-sectional study of MSM, the researchers recruited men from gay-
identified venues in a large metropolitan area of the southeastern United States. Face-
to-face interviews were conducted to collect information.

The researchers found the hypothesis was only supported for one measure of HIV risk
behavior: The average number of main (steady) sex partners in the previous year was
significantly higher among black men (P<0.0001). Black and white MSM, however, did
not significantly differ in unprotected sex with serodiscordant partners. Racial differences
in sexual risk behavior were found only for HIV-negative men and indicated greater
protective behavior for black men.

"These findings suggest that fewer black MSM, compared with white MSM, engage in
HIV sexual risk behaviors but only among HIV-negative men," the authors concluded.
"ldentifying the epidemiological dynamics driving HIV infection among black MSM that go
beyond individual-level risk behaviors may be warranted.”



UNITED STATES: "Redesigning a Condom So Women Will Use It"

Public health experts once held high hopes that the female condom would give women
worldwide the ability to protect themselves from STDs. But due to a range of problems -
the device was perceived as awkward, unsightly, and noisy - it made little headway with
females other than sex workers. Six billion male condoms are delivered annually to
developing countries, compared to only 12 million female condoms.

Now a second-generation version has been developed by the Seattle-based nonprofit
PATH. It reportedly offers several advantages: It is inserted using a tampon-like bunched
end, instead of a stiff rubber ring. A softer, thinner polyurethane was used to better
transmit warmth and provide a more natural feel. Adhesive dots on the outside cling to
the vaginal walls, expanding with them during arousal. In testing among couples in
Seattle, Thailand, Mexico, and South Africa, more than 90 percent liked the new device's
comfort and ease of use, and 98 percent rated its feel during sex as "OK to very
satisfactory,” PATH said.

But PATH has encountered a major roadblock to bringing the new female condom to
market. While the Food and Drug Administration designates male condoms as Class 2
medical devices, so that they must only pass tests for leakage and bursting, female
condoms are designated Class 3. This puts them in the same category as pacemakers
and heart valves, meaning that any new design must clear clinical trials at a cost of $3
million to $6 million. "That's. close to a 100 percent block, because no one's willing to put
up that sort of money," said Dr. Michael J. Free, PATH's head of technology.

The original product was never able to fulfill scientists' goal of being a form of protection
