The majority of students believe that sexually transmitted infections are important issues, but according to a
new study, only 30 percent of sexually active students at Kent State University regularly use condoms during
sexual intercourse.

"The results were alarming but not surprising,” said Kent State graduate Heather Pavlich, who conducted the
survey.

Last semester, Pavlich conducted a study of undergraduate students' feelings about sex and sexually
transmitted infections. She and her colleagues, Amy Thompson and William Antil, surveyed 421 students from
randomly selected classes and found an array of answers.

"Students do not perceive themselves at risk of sexually transmitted infections," said Pavlich, a December
graduate with a masters degree in public health.
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S1C is now administering HIV testing with OraQuick Advance. This
has allowed us to conduct HIV testing during street and club outreach.
