Weight-based Ribavirin Is Superior to the Standard Fixed Dose
in Combination with Pegylated Interferon for Treatment of
Genotype 1 Hepatitis C

The current standard of care for the treatment of chronic hepatitis C is a combination of
pegylated interferon (Pegasys or Peglntron) plus ribavirin. Although its mechanism of
action against hepatitis C virus (HCV) is not fully understood, studies have shown than
an adequate dose of ribavirin helps prevent relapse after treatment is completed.

When the pegylated interferon/ribavirin combination was first approved, the usual
ribavirin dose was a fixed 800 mg/day. But research suggested this wasn't sufficient,
especially for overweight patients, and a standard weight-based dose was approved.
Patients who weighed less than 75 kg (about 165 Ib) received 1000 mg/day, while
heavier patients received 1200 mg/day.

Three UK gay porn actors infected with HIV
Three performers became infected with HIV last month during the production of a gay
‘bareback' movie, according to UK gay magazine Boyz.

The models were working with a 26-year-old actor who apparently had tested negative
using a standard HIV antibody test. However, standard HIV testing allows for a three-
month period when HIV antibodies may remain undetectable, and when the actor went
for monthly testing just a few days after the production shoot in question, he was found
to be HIV-positive.

One of the three actors who became infected, Jay, said, "On all the shoots, we do
everything: kiss, rim, fuck. I'm passive, but he didn't come inside me - that never
happens in porn, it's all face and mouth. It must have been from his pre-cum inside me."

The article pointed out the issues raised by using HIV testing that may produce a false
negative result for up to twelve weeks after initial infection, which is the type of test most
commonly used for performers in the UK.

An HIV doctor told Boyz, "Tests with shorter window periods would be the best way for
anyone who works in bareback porn to reduce the risks." However, the unnamed doctor
stated also that unprotected sexual activity was "never risk-free, regardless of testing."

After the incident the unnamed director of the production reportedly is now ensuring that
all performers who work for his company will be tested monthly with a 48-hour HIV test
provided by a London clinic. Presumably, that test would be a PCR-DNA test, which is
the standard for the industry performers working in straight productions in the US.

According to the report, the UK Health Department continues to recommend the
standard HIV test for performers citing that the test is more reliable and that there were
concerns about alleged false negatives with the 48-hour tests.

The production company director stated that he was unaware the 48-hour tests were
available, saying, "If we had known about it, we'd have chased it up and made sure we
used it."

Jay said also, "l wish that my company was using the quick test before my shoot but they
didn't know about it."

The production company plans to release the title sometime before Christmas.

"Unsuspecting viewers won't be aware that they're actually watching the young
performers being infected with HIV," concluded the Boyz news story.

House Passes Bill That Would Alter HIV Testing Requirements

For Prison Inmates

The House on Tuesday passed by voice vote a bill (HR 1943) that would alter HIV
testing requirements for federal prison inmates, CQ Today reports (Perine, CQ Today,
9/25). Current federal law and Bureau of Prisons regulations require people sentenced to
six months or more in prison to receive an HIV test if it is determined that they are at risk
for the virus. The bill is sponsored by Rep. Maxine Waters (D-Calif.). Under the bill, HIV
tests would be required for inmates entering and leaving prison. Inmates would be
allowed to opt out of HIV testing unless they were exposed to an HIV risk, such as a
pregnancy or a sexual encounter, in prison. In these cases, prisoners would be required
to be tested.

In addition, the measure would require the Prisons Bureau to report to Congress the
department's procedures for testing, treating and preventing hepatitis and other
infections transmitted sexually or through injection drug use. The bureau also would be
required to provide legislators with statistics on HIV test results. Inmates scheduled for
release would receive counseling, treatment referrals and a month's supply of any
"medically necessary medications" they already were taking, according to the bill.

Waters cited a Justice Department report that found that the number of confirmed AIDS
cases in prisons is three times higher than the general population. However, she said
actual HIV rates in prisons are "unknown because prison officials do not consistently test
prisoners" for the virus. The bill would allow prisoners to request HIV testing once
annually and mandate confidential counseling for inmates prior to and after testing
(Kaiser Daily HIV/AIDS Report, 7/26). Medical workers also must grant HIV tests to
inmates whenever an inmate has a reason to believe they might have been exposed to
HIV, according to the measure (HR 1943 text, 9/26).

Rebecca Haag, executive director of AIDS Action Council, said, "Passage of this bill
recognizes the need to provide counseling, testing and treatment of HIV-positive federal
prisoners and is a first step towards recognizing the public health threat that HIV poses
throughout the criminal justice system." Haag added, "The opt-out testing procedures for
people who are incarcerated in the federal prison system will help us to ensure that the
rights of prisoners are protected while at the same time helping to ensure that they can
get tested and receive the counseling and HIV treatment and care that they need" (AIDS
Action Council release, 9/25).

FDA approves druqg that fights HIV in new way

(CNN) -- The Food and Drug Administration on Friday approved the first of a new class of HIV
drugs that attacks the virus in a different way.

Isentress, developed by Merck & Co., is designed for patients who have shown
resistance to current treatments.

The drug has been approved for adults who already have been receiving treatment, but
more testing is necessary before it is approved for new HIV patients or children.

Ministers, Medical Professional, Lawmakers Gather for Meeting
To Discuss HIV/AIDS Issues in Black Community

Dozens of ministers from across the country on Monday in New York City gathered
with representatives from the National Medical Association, the Congressional Black
Caucus and other groups to develop a plan for addressing HIV/AIDS in the black
community, USA Today reports.

During the two-day meeting, convened by the National Black Leadership Commission on
AIDS, participants will discuss recommendations from NMA -- which includes about
30,000 black doctors and in August declared HIV/AIDS among blacks a public health
emergency -- for fighting the epidemic in the U.S. The conference also aims to educate
pastors about how they can combat HIV/AIDS in their communities, such as providing
information about the disease and building relationships with social service agencies that
can assist members living with the disease. Bishop T.D. Jakes of the Dallas-based
Potter's House church, who is co-chairing the meeting, said the conference also will
demonstrate to 2008 presidential candidates the importance of reaching out to black
congregations and supporting HIV/AIDS research and education.

Comments

Jakes -- whose church has more than 30,000 members -- said, "We can hold our
politicians accountable,” adding, "Now is the time for the church to give a clarion call to
government that this is one of the issues high on our radar screen." The Rev. Calvin
Butts -- senior pastor of the Abyssinian Baptist Church, who is co-chairing the meeting --
said, "Since the movement of the [1960s], we haven't seen a gathering of African-
American clergy persons like this around a specific issue," adding, "At that time, it was
civil rights and human rights. Now it's a major health crisis which is impacting our
community." Butts also said that for "25 years we've been dealing with this crisis, ... but |
don't think there's been enough attention paid to it, and | think our efforts have not had
the power that they can have because we have not come together as we are doing now."
NBLCA President Debra Fraser-Howze said, "We have a time bomb on our hands,"
adding, "I think that the black church will openly admit that they have not done enough in
regard to HIV and AIDS. ... This is the time for them to come together to use their
collective influence to make a national statement on what needs to happen." According
to CDC estimates from 2005, blacks made up about 13% of the U.S. population but
accounted for 49% of new AIDS diagnoses (Jones, USA Today, 10/8).
