Congressional and Community leaders officially

kicks off the 5th Annual National Latino AIDS Aware ness Day

ASHINGTON, DC, WEDNESDAY, SEPTEMBER 26,2007 — Congress Members Hilda Solis and Nydia
Velazquez, along with Latino/Hispanic community leaders released the CALL TO ACTION AND
MOLBILIZATION to address the HIV/AIDS emergency in Latino/Hispanic communities across the nation
including Puerto Rico and the U.S. Virgin Islands. With 120 organizations and individuals already signed on to
the document, the release came in response to the health emergency caused by the accelerated growth of the
HIV/AIDS epidemic in Hispanic/Latino communities across the nation.

"l am proud to join today with advocates in the Latino community who are deeply committed to reversing the
epidemic and to announce the Call to Action and Mobilization," said Congresswoman Solis. "We must not
forget that Latinos continue to be disproportionately infected by HIV/AIDS. Increasing awareness and
prevention of HIV/AIDS is key, but in order to see results, it should be done in a culturally competent manner. |
will continue to work in Congress to promote policies to improve the health and well-being of the Latino
community."

Congresswoman Velazquez responds to the crisis stating, “It is clear that a discrepancy exists in the care that
Latino/Hispanic families are receiving when it comes to HIV/AIDS. | have been especially concerned with the
need to reverse this disturbing trend. To this end, | have been working with federal officials, state officials and
community-based organizations, and pushing for coordinated solutions so that we can be confident that the
needs of HIV patients here in the U.S. and in Puerto Rico are being met.”

The CALL TO ACTION AND MOBILIZATION was announced during an event at the U.S. Capitol which
officially kicked off the 5th Annual National Latino AIDS Awareness Day (NLAAD) recognized annually on
October 15th. Sponsors included Congressional Representatives, Latino Coalition Against AIDS, BIENESTAR,
Hispanic Federation, La Clinica del Pueblo, NASTAD, NMAC, D.C. Latino AIDS Coalition, NLAAD Committee
of Northern Virginia, Latino Commission on AIDS, and all other participating agencies.

“Latinos are testing positive for HIV, being diagnosed with AIDS and dying from the disease at four times the
rate per 100,000 when compared to Caucasians. This continued inattention to our needs is unacceptable.
The CALL TO ACTION AND MOBILIZATION is a wake up call to our nation,” said Latino Commission on
AIDS President, Dennis de Leon.

The announcement received support from many leaders and calls for more. “NASTAD is committed to raising
HIV/AIDS awareness and improving quality of prevention, care and treatment services among Latino
communities in the U.S. The release of this call to action is an opportunity to actualize this commitment,”
declared Julie Scofield, Executive Director of the National Alliance of State and Territorial AIDS Directors
(NASTAD).

As of 2004, more than 93,000 Latinos in the United States have died as a result of AIDS-related illnesses, and
the CDC estimates that more than 80,000 Hispanics are currently infected with AIDS. Over 60% of Latino HIV
and AIDS cases are found in California, New York, New Jersey, Texas, Florida and Puerto Rico. The
Latino/Hispanic community has responded to this crisis as a single voice.

“Latinos living with HIV/AIDS, their families, loved ones and friends are uniting around the country with local
health departments, elected officials, religious leaders and civic leaders on October 15th to work together in
recognition of National Latino AIDS Awareness Day,” stated Lillian Rodriguez, President of Hispanic
Federation.

Catalina Sol, HIV/AIDS Department Director at La Clinica del Pueblo in Washington, D.C., states “This year
more than ever it is urgent that we renew our commitment to ensure access to HIV care and prevention
services for all Latinos, regardless of their immigration status or language ability. Our message to Latinos who
are living with HIV and AIDS today is, you are not alone, and we will not be silent about our universal human
right to health care.”

HIV testing was offered free of charge on-site during the briefing to highlight the importance of early testing and
knowing your status. The HIV testing was made available by the D.C. Department of Health in coordination
with La Clinica del Pueblo and Whitman Walker Clinic.

The authors examined HIV diagnosis rates and disease progression among men who have sex with men
(MSM), according to age and race/ethnicity.

Data from the national HIV/AIDS surveillance system were used to examine trends in HIV diagnosis rates for
2001 through 2004 via Poisson regression. A standardized Kaplan-Meier method was employed to determine
differences in time of progression from HIV to AIDS and AIDS survival.

Compared to white MSM, HIV diagnosis rates were higher for blacks and Hispanics, though trends within age
groups from 2001 to 2004 did not differ by race/ethnicity. Diagnosis rates increased among MSM ages 13-19
(14 percent per year), 20-24 (13 percent), 25-29, and 40-54 (3-6 percent; P jU.01 for each). The percentage of
MSM who did not progress to AIDS three years after HIV diagnosis was lower among black (66.8 percent; 95
percent confidence interval [CI]=66.1, 67.4) and Hispanic (68.1 percent; 95 percent CI=67.5, 68.8) than among
white MSM (74.7 percent; 95 percent Cl=74.2, 75.1). Blacks had a lower three-year survival after AIDS
diagnosis than did white or Hispanic MSM.

iHIV prevention efforts should target young and mi ddle-aged MSM and must offer early diagnosis and
treatment for all MSM, j+ the authors concluded.

Georgia Medical Monitoring Project

The Georgia Medical Monitoring Project (GA MMP) is a new study of HIV/AIDS care that is being done by the
Georgia Division of Public Health. Georgia is one of 26 states and cities across the nation taking part in MMP,
which is supported by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC). GA MMP staff will conduct face-
to-face interviews and medical record abstraction with randomly chosen people living with HIV across Georgia.

Office of Health Improvement

HIV/AIDS T.A.K.E. Project

On September 25" the Office of Health Improvement, HIV/AIDS TAKE (Take Action, Keep Educated) Project
had its first meeting for the development and implementation of a Community and Faith Based Community of
Practice (CFBCoP). The meeting was held in Amphitheatre A of the Loudermilk Conference Center.

The GA HIV/AIDS Communities of Practice (CoP) consists of governmental partners, health professionals and
community service providers who work create a more cohesive approach to identifying and addressing
HIV/AIDS at the state, county, and/or local levels. The second component of the CoP, the Hispanic /Latino
Community of Practice, works to eliminate cultural and linguistic barriers for the Hispanic/Latino population.
The ultimate goals are to reduce disparities in prevention and treatment for HIV/AIDS and to increase
knowledge and awareness about the impact of HIV/AIDS among Georgia’s minority populations.



New HIV Treatment Trials

Ritonavir-boosted Elvitegravir Has Potent and Durab  le Activity in
Treatment-experienced Patients with Active Optimize  d Background
Therapy

Integrase inhibitors are a new class of antiretroviral agents that have shown promise as potent and safe drugs
in the treatment of HIV infection. Elvitegravir is an experimental integrase inhibitor from Gilead Sciences.

This new drug works best against HIV when patients use it in combination with the injectible entry inhibitor
enfuvirtide (T-20; Fuzeon) and other active drugs, including ritonavir-boosted protease inhibitors, according to
the results of a study presented at the 47th Interscience Conference on Antimicrobial Agents and
Chemotherapy (ICAAC) in Chicago (September 17-20, 2007).

This ongoing randomized and partially-blinded Phase 2 study demonstrated that treatment-experienced HIV
patients given 125 mg once-daily elvitegravir boosted with ritonavir had a superior average change in HIV RNA
at Week 24 (DAVG24) versus a boosted comparator protease inhibitor (CPI) arm (Zolopa and others, CROI
2007).

A new analysis of the data, presented at ICAAC, revealed more detail concerning resistance and the influence
on outcomes of optimized background therapy (OBT).

Subjects received NRTIs +/- T-20 with either a boosted comparator Pl or boosted elvitegravir 20, 50, or 125
mg. Pls were permitted after Week 8. Patients in the 125 mg elvitegravir/ritonavir arm were analyzed for their
viral load responses by activity of the OBT.

COALITION COMMENDS BURGESS PROMOTION AT CDC
Capacity Building Branch Strengthened By New Leader  ship

Washington, DC (September 21, 2007): The National Black Gay Men’s Advocacy Coalition (NBGMAC) is
commending the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) for the promotion of Rashad Burgess as
the Acting Branch Chief of the National Center for HIV, Viral Hepatitis, STD and TB’s Division of AIDS’s
Capacity Building Branch. NBGMAC has advocated for the placement of more black gay men in leadership
positions at the agency.

“We hope that this appointment reaffirms the CDC’s commitment to addressing the HIV epidemic among
communities of African American men who have sex with men (MSM). Rashad Burgess’ experience assures
us that the capacity building needs of our communities will be looked at in a different light. We welcome him in
this new role with excitement,” stated Rudolph H. Carn, NBGMAC's Chair and chief executive officer of
National AIDS Education & Services for Minorities.

Burgess is no stranger to the health concerns of black gay men. Before joining CDC, he maintained a lead role
in one of the first program specifically targeting African American men who have sex with men in Chicago
called the MOCHA Coalition, with the Chicago Department of Public Health. As Acting Branch Chief of CBB,
Burgess will be responsible for pursuing program goals, including:

To improve the capacity of community-based organizations (CBOSs) to strengthen and sustain
organizational infrastructures that supports the delivery of effective HIV prevention services an
interventions for high-risk racial/ethnic minority individuals;

To improve the capacity of CBOs and Health Departments to implement, improve, and evaluate HIV
prevention interventions for high-risk racial/ethnic minority individuals of unknown serostatus,
including pregnant women, and people of color who are living with HIV/AIDS and their partners;

To improve the capacity of CBOs and other community stakeholders to implement strategies that
will increase access to and utilization of HIV prevention and risk-reduction and avoidance services
for racial/ethnic minority individuals; and

To improve the capacity of community planning groups and health departments to include HIV-
infected and affection racial/ethnic minority participants in the community planning process, and to
increase parity, inclusion and representation.

“25 years into the HIV epidemic, it is shameful that the lives of black gay men, our organizations and
communities are still fighting for crumbs at the table. We continue to call on the CDC and its partner agencies
to develop a sustained effort to heighten the capacity of our communities and organizations to turn the tide on
HIV infections”, stated Ernest Hopkins, Chair of the Coalition’s Policy Committee and Director of Federal Affairs
at the San Francisco AIDS Foundation.

Federal and State reports have documented the high impact of HIV on African-Americans, including a CDC
funded 5 city study of HIV prevalence and the rates of HIV testing and unrecognized infections among black
MSM that showed, median rate of 46% of black MSM were HIV positive and 67% of them were unaware of
their HIV status. NBGMAC was formed in large measure in response to these statistics to provide advocacy at
the Federal level for the health care and prevention needs of black gay men.

“This is an opportunity for a new dialogue with the CDC about how together we can respond more effectively to
the tremendous challenge of HIV disease in black gay communities. We look forward to working with Mr.
Burgess,” commented A. Cornelius Baker, the coalition’s national policy advisor.
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
