Off the cuff, I would think that getting some test is better than none at all, but given that there are 
so many "anonymous" testing options  available, I don't see the advantage of these home tests -
- especially given that they can't guarantee the accuracy of their results and if you test positive, 
most of them don't provide counseling options (i.e., mental and medical resources, as well as 
support.)  

According to the FDA, although you may see many on the market, only one -- the Home Access 
test , which includes materials for specimen collection, a mailing envelope to send the specimen to 

a laboratory for analysis, and pre-and post-test counseling system -- is FDA 
approved. 

 

 

Says the FDA of the unapproved tests:   
 
"The advertisers of the unapproved HIV home test kits claim that the presence of a visual indicator, 
such as a red dot, within 5 to 15 minutes of taking the test shows a positive result for HIV infection. 
These unapproved test kits use a simple finger prick process for home blood collection or a special 
sponge device for saliva collection. The blood or saliva sample is then added to a plastic testing 
device containing a special type of paper. A developing solution is added to determine if the 
sample is positive for HIV. The samples are not sent to a laboratory for professional analysis. 
Although this approach may seem faster and simpler, it may provide a less accurate result than 
can be achieved using an approved test, which is analyzed under more controlled conditions than 
is possible in the home." 
 
If you are in doubt about whether an HIV home test kit you are considering using is approved, or if 
you have other questions related to HIV home test kits, you may call the HIV/AIDS Program of the 
FDA, in the Office of Special Health Issues for further information about this topic. The Office can

For Some Black Pastors, Accepting Gay Members Means  Losing Others 

The Rev. Dennis Meredith, center, pastor of Tabernacle Baptist Church in Atlanta, began a change 
in his preaching’s against homosexuality five years ago when his son Micah told him he is gay

ATLANTA  - When the Rev. Dennis Meredith of Tabernacle Baptist Church here began 
preaching acceptance of gay men and lesbians a few years ago, he attracted some gay people 
who were on the brink of suicide and some who had left the Baptist faith of their childhoods but 
wanted badly to return. 
 
At the same time, Tabernacle Baptist, an African-American congregation, lost many of its most 
loyal, generous parishioners, who could not accept a message that contradicted what they saw 
as the Bible's condemnation of same-sex relations. Over the last three years, Tabernacle's 
Sunday attendance shrank to 800, from 1,100. 
 
The debate about homosexuality that has roiled predominantly white mainline churches for 
years has gradually seeped into African-American congregations, threatening their unity, 
finances and, in some cases, their existence. 
 
In St. Paul, the Rev. Oliver White, senior minister of Grace Community Church, lost nearly all 
his 70 congregants after he voted in 2005 to support the blessing of same-sex unions in his 
denomination, the United Church of Christ. 
 
In the Atlanta area, a hub of African-American life, only a few black churches have preached 
acceptance of gay men and lesbians, Mr. Meredith said. At one of those congregations, Victory 
Church in Stone Mountain, attendance on Sundays has fallen to 3,000 people, from about 
6,000 four or five years ago, said the Rev. Kenneth L. Samuel, the senior pastor. 
 
Some black ministers, like their white counterparts, said they had been moved to reconsider 
biblical passages about same-sex relations by personal events, like finding out that a friend or 
relative is gay. Some members of the clergy contend that because of the antipathy to gay men 
and lesbians, black churches have done little to address the high rate of H.I.V. infection among 
African-Americans. 
 
"The church has to come to a point when it has to embrace all the people Jesus embraced, 
and that means the people in the margins," Dr. Samuel said. "It really bothered my 
congregation when I said that as people of color who have been ostracized, marginalized, how 
can we turn around now and oppress other people?"

The elevator 
in her Bed-Stuy apartment building is broken and the hike up and down 13 flights of stairs has put a damper on 
her mood.  

She lives in a three-bedroom apartment with her grandmother, who has raised her since she was 11. Siya was 
born Michelle Sherman in California. Her father is black and was a military man. Her mother is Hispanic and 
was addicted to drugs. Her father left when she was young, but after hearing what horrible conditions his 
daughter was living in, packed her up and sent her to live with his mother in Bed-Stuy's Eleanor Roosevelt 
Projects. Two years later she came out of the closet.  

"My aunt was doing my hair and she was trying to put it in a girly hairstyle," says Siya, who is sitting on top of a 
dresser in her meticulously organized bedroom. Behind her hangs a photomontage of her in Times Square with 
girlfriends. "I got upset and flipped. 'I hate this. I want to wear my hair braided. I like girls!' " Her family took the 
news well. "My grandmother is real cool, and I think in a way my being gay meant she didn't have to worry 
about me going out and getting pregnant and bringing home more kids for her to take care of."  

But school officials weren't so thrilled, she claims. She says that she and her friends were made to feel that 
they were a gang. "They kinda forced me to drop out," she says. "I left high school in junior year."  

At 16, she began rapping about being a lesbian. It's won her a small following, but also held her singing career 
back, she believes.  

Ky, the Monroe College freshman, is also nursing a budding rap career. Majoring in criminal law, she says that 
she's often mistaken for a guy.

HIV patient names to be tracked in all 50 states by  year's end

CHICAGO:  The names of people infected with HIV will be tracked in all 50 states by the end of 2007, marking 
a victory for federal health officials and a quiet defeat for AIDS advocates who wanted to keep patients' names 
out of state databases.  
Vermont, Maryland and Hawaii, the last states not tracking the names of HIV-positive people, are quickly 
moving toward adopting names-based surveillance. Eight other states and Washington, D.C., began collecting 
the names of HIV patients last year, and Massachusetts switched in January.  
The states are bowing to federal pressure so they will not lose money for medications and health services for 
patients. 
This is the first year federal funding has been tied to names-based surveillance of HIV. More than $1.4 billion 
(â‚¬1.05 billion) in federal money will be distributed this fiscal year based on new formulas that include 
numbers of people with HIV counted by states using names. In some states, including Illinois, millions of 
dollars are at stake.  
That is why advocates say they have quit fighting â€" although they still worry that collecting names will deter 
some people from getting tested and seeking treatment, and about the possibility of names being released due 
to security breaches.  
"I have patients who are very high-profile individuals â€" physicians in practice, people who are politicians" who 
don't want their real names reported, said Dr. Dan Berger, medical director of NorthStar Healthcare in 
Chicago's Lincoln Park.  
In a 2005 security breach in Palm Beach County, Florida, the names of 6,500 HIV and AIDS patients were 
mistakenly e-mailed to 800 county health workers. Other security breaches have occurred in California and 
Kentucky.  
Some worry that names-based reporting could have the greatest effect on whether minorities and the poor get 
tested and treated because they may be less likely to trust the government to keep their names secret.  
In a low-income Chicago neighborhood 10 miles from Berger's office, patients now are told they must release 
their names to the state to get medications. Bruce Jackson, director of the Gift House, which offers HIV testing 
and counseling in southwest Chicago, said some clients are apprehensive, fearing their families or friends will

                    CDC Says Gonorrhea Is Drug-Resistant

ATLANTA (April 13) - The sexually transmitted disease gonorrhea is joining the list of "superbugs" resistant to 
common antibiotics, leading U.S. health officials to recommend wider use of a different class of antibiotics to 
avert a public health crisis.  
 
"Gonorrhea has now joined the list of other superbugs for which treatment options have become dangerously 
few," said Dr. Henry Masur, president of the Infectious Disease Society of America, said Thursday. "To make a 
bad problem even worse, we're also seeing a decline in the development of new antibiotics to treat these 
infections."  
 
Since the early 1990s, gonorrhea patients have had a relatively easy fix for one of the most common sexually 
transmitted diseases, which can leave men infertile and put people at higher risk of getting the virus that 
causes AIDS.  
 
But the bacterial infection increasingly has become resistant to fluoroquinolones, a class of antibiotics that 
includes Cipro, prompting the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention on Thursday to recommend a 
different class of antiobiotics.  
 
Cephalosporins - which include the generic ceftriaxone or brand name Rocephin - must be given as a shot and 
are not as readily stocked as Cipro on most doctor's shelves.  
 
The CDC made the new recommendation after discovering that nearly 7 percent of gonorrhea cases among 
heterosexual men in a survey of 26 U.S. cities last year were drug-resistant strains of the disease. In 2001, 
only about 0.6 percent of gonorrhea cases among heterosexual men were drug-resistant.  
 
"That leaves us with a single class of highly effective antibiotics," said Dr. John Douglas Jr., director of the 
CDC's division of STD prevention. Other experts called the situation perilous.  
 
It is the first time cephalosporins have been recommended to treat gonorrhea for the entire U.S. population, 
although the CDC recommended the antibiotics to treat drug-resistant gonorrhea in California and Hawaii in 
2002. Two years later, the CDC made the same recommendation to treat the bacterial infection among 
American men who have sex with men.  
 
Described by Douglas as a "very wily" disease, gonorrhea has worked its way through decades of other 
treatment regimens, from sulfa drugs used in the 1930s and 1940s, to penicillin, which was used from the 
1940s until the mid-1980s.  
 
"We are running out of options to treat this disease," said Douglas, who said there are "no new drugs for 
gonorrhea in the drug development pipeline."  
 
The CDC estimates that more than 700,000 people in the U.S. acquire gonorrhea each year through sexual 
contact. It is the second most commonly reported infectious disease in the United States, trailing only 
chlamydia, which the CDC says affects more than 2.1 million people yearly in the U.S. 
 
The highest rates of infection are among sexually active teens, young adults and African-Americans. Because 
many people do not have obvious symptoms, they can unknowingly spread it to others.  
 
In women, gonorrhea can cause pelvic inflammatory disease. In men, it can cause epididymitis, a painful 
condition of the testicles that can lead to infertility if untreated, the CDC said.  
 
In the survey of 26 cities last year, Philadelphia had the highest percentage of drug-resistant cases with almost 
27 percent, a dramatic increase from only 1.2 percent in 2004.  
 
San Francisco's drug-resistant cases more than doubled between 2004 and 2006, from 10.3 percent to 22.5 
percent. During the same period, Miami's cases spiked from 2.1 percent to 15.3 percent and Atlanta's climbed 
from 1 percent to 5.7 percent.
